PATROL BOX CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS

(  READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE CLEANING (
Everything in the patrol box must be cleaned including the patrol box.

· Pots, pans, and utensils are to be cleaned with dish soap, warm water and a non-abrasive sponge.  A cycle through the dishwasher is highly recommended to keep grease buildup to a minimum.  

· The patrol box is to be cleaned with dish soap.  You may use a scrub brush to remove mud, grease and grime.  Cleansing the patrol box outside with a garden hose works great

· The dishpans are to be cleaned with dish soap and abrasive sponge or brush.  An abrasive cleanser (Comet, Ajax, etc.) works well, especially on the bottom of the dishpan.

· Throw out any used sponge(s) you find in the patrol box.  Please avoid using old used sponges for your cleanup.  Don’t forget to load brand new sponges when your finish.

· Remove any food found in the patrol box.  Do not store food items in the patrol box.

· Make sure everything is dry before it goes back in the patrol box.

· Wash and dry patrol box and all equipment before returning to the patrol box.

· Stoves are NEVER to be immersed in water while being cleaned.

· Check the patrol box inventory to make sure all items are accounted for.  If something is missing from the patrol box you must tell your patrol leader and the troop quartermaster.

· If you find items in the patrol box that are not part of the inventory, please bring them to the attention of your patrol leader. 

· Your patrol leader must inspect your patrol box before it can be accepted.
